OUR BEGINNING

In 1998, a group of caring individuals with diverse
backgrounds had a vision that wasinspired by a
nine year old girl who was born with a severe
malignant melanoma of the left eye.

Vanisha Dayal, from Abbotsford, BC, Canada
underwent amajor prolonged surgical procedure to
remove the tumor when only three months old. By
the age of nine, further reconstructive surgery was
required.

Operation Smile was established and with the
support from other Organizations, raised fundsto
make the surgery aredlity.

M ISSION STATEMENT

Operation Smile Because We Care Foundation is
a non profit organization supporting the provision
of medical services, equipment and treatment for
children with facial deformities where medical
funding may be limited or unavailable.

PURPOSE

To help children with a disfiguring condition to
obtain the necessary care needed. Thisassistance
will provide these children with financia support
where medical funding may be limited or
unavailable.

ELiGIBILITY

Any child residing in British Columbia, Canada
who has a disfiguring condition is eligible to receive
benefit from the Foundation. A child is defined as
an individual 17 years of age or younger.

DerINITION OF FAciAL DEFORMITY

Examples of disfiguring conditions include, but are
not restricted to, congenital malformations, severe
burns to the face, severe trauma to theface, any
acquired or congenital problems resulting in
disfiguration.

Children with a syndrome in which special facial
features are recognizable would not qualify.
Indeed, these children have characteristic facial
features but these are not disfiguring.

SELECTION CRITERIA

Each candidate will submit an application with a
detailed medical history and recent photographs.
The Advisory Committee consisting of medical
advisors to the Foundation will independently
review the file. They will provide the Board of
Directors of the Foundation with a report stating
the reasons for acceptance or rejection. The fina
acceptance will be decided by the Board of
Directors of the Foundation.

Once an application is accepted or rejected by the
Board of Directors, the decision is fina and not
subject to appeal.

What started as an ad-hoc committee to raise
funds to cover the cost of surgery, today has transformed into
afull-fledged non-profit private Foundation.

Raising funds for VVanisha was a personal gratification for all
the committee members and of course, the committee received
great support from the community at large, relatives, friends,
religious organizations, business associates, schools and other
organizations. OSBWCF would like to take this opportunity
to thank all who were involved in the fund raising campaign.
